PLAQUES FOR
LOCAL HISTORIC

The newly formed Horsley Heritage Group (HHG),
which comprises representatives from West

and East Horsley Parish Councils and Horsley
residents, has launched a "Historic Buildings Blue
Plaque Scheme'. This is HHG's first major project
and will see, subject to the owners’ consent,

the purchase and subsequent display of cast
aluminium plaques on buildings in West and East
Horsley which are considered to be of significant
local historic interest.

Surrey County Council is now offering ‘Surrey
Connect’, a digital on demand minibus service,
connecting residents to the wider local
community. The service, available for all ages,
operates Monday to Friday 7am to 7pm and
Saturday 8am to 6pm, with journey bookings
made on a first come first served basis. You
can book up to 7 days in advance or on the
same day. A minimum of 30 minutes notice is
required to communicate your booking with the
connect driver.

Horsley passengers can travel anywhere in
Central north and into the middle zone as shown
on the overview map. There are no fixed routes
on this service. In addition, passengers can travel
to Cobham Waitrose and Sainsbury’s, Cobham
Community Hospital and Epsom Hospital.
