A Presentation Evening for the Parish Council’s inaugural ‘Awards for Service to the Community’ took 
place at West Horsley Place on 27 March. Over 130 people attended the evening, including our special 
guest Vice Lord Lieutenant Mary Creswell who presented the awards.

With over 30 nominations, the judging panel, led by Clare Mathias, had a very difficult job in selecting 
just one winner for each category: Youth, Group/Organisation, Individual, Chairman’s Recognition and 
Lifetime Achievement. They were looking for nominees who had: gone above and beyond what might 
be expected; demonstrated innovation and/or made a positive difference; shown evidence of the 
impact of their contributions; made contributions over a sustained period of time.

The Lifetime Achievement 
Award went to John Whitlock, 
a founder member and head 
gardener at Grace & Flavour 
Community Garden since 2010.

The Organisation Award was won by Horsley 
Wheel of Care and presented to Peter Armitage 
and Carolynne Garcia.

The Chairman’s Award for an 
outstanding contribution to 
the village community went to 
Jules Cranwell.

The Youth Award was won by Whippets (The 
Whips) and presented to Nicola Fawcett, Julia 
McClung and Olivia Fawcett.

The Individual Award was 
presented to Kelvin Hayes, 
for his outstanding service to 
the community through the 
Horsley Community Bus.

WISLEY APPEAL
As you will doubtless have heard, Taylor 
Wimpey’s appeal was upheld, and they now have 
consent to build 1700 houses on the former 
Wisley Airfield site. There are applications 
currently under consideration for a further 400 
homes on 2 adjacent sites, and it is assumed 
that they similarly will obtain consent, making 
the total 2100 new homes and involving a 
development period estimated at 12-15 years.

VAWNT (Villages Against Wisley New Town) 
in conjunction with Ockham Parish Council have 
been exploring the possibility of undertaking a 
Judicial Review to determine whether the decision 
of the Inspector was lawful and have just received 
the opinion of a KC that there are reasonable 
grounds to pursue this course of action. Inevitably 
this will be a costly exercise and will rely on public 
donations so no doubt they will announce their 
plans for fund raising in the near future. 

HORSLEY REPAIR 
CAFÉ LAUNCH
Saturday 6 July 10.30am – 12.30pm
A Repair Café for the Horsleys will launch on 
Saturday 6 July with the support of Horsleys’ 
CAN. The Café will be open between 10.00am 
and 12.30pm at the Canterbury Rooms next to St 
Martin’s Church in Ockham Road South. There will 
be a team of skilled local volunteers  on hand to 
repair all manner of broken items including textiles 
that need mending, IT equipment, almost anything 
electrical or mechanical and even toys. In return, 
if the repair can be successfully completed then a 
small donation will be encouraged, to go towards 
any spare parts and general operating costs.
