FINANCE

The pie chart shows the split of expenditure
for the year to 31 March 2024. There was

a considerable increase from 2022/23 in
Planning and Environment due to the Wisley
Planning Inquiry, however the Council had
made provision for most of this by previously
earmarking funds. This was also the case in
respect of the cost of the two Vehicle Activated
Signs currently positioned in The Street, the
cost being shown under the heading Road
Safety and Maintenance. In the past two
years it has been difficult to estimate costs
for possibly 18 months in advance, it is hoped
that when the budget for 2025/26 is decided
towards the end of the current year the rate of
inflation will have reduced.

SHEEPLEAS NATURE
RESERVE

Southern section of our Village of West Horsley is also
home to large section of the Sheepleas nature reserve.

Sheepleas, a mosaic of ancient woodland managed by Surrey Wildlife Trust,
is one of the finest nature reserves in Surrey and is home to more than 30
species of butterfly alone, including the Brown Argus, Grizzled Skipper,
Dingy Skipper, Silver-washed Fritillary and Purple Emperor, along with a rich
variety of fungi and lichens. 12 species of orchid have been recorded.

The chalk grassland areas adjacent to the woodland provide spectacular,
ever-changing displays of wildflowers throughout the spring and summer.
Surrey Wildlife Trust is working hard to ensure that habitats like this in Surrey
are not just protected but expanded and connected in the years ahead.

Lottery, is developing new ways to map and
assess Surrey's unique wildlife habitats by using
a combination of Satellite Earth Observation,
Artificial Intelligence and Citizen Science.

The marker posts will be used to designate
specific areas that will be studied in depth to
record the species that reside there, thus helping
teach the new surveillance systems how to
recognise similar local habitats from space.

The Trust will be able to work with landowners
across the county to protect and connect the
parts of our landscape that are most valuable to
plants and animals.

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HATCHLANDS PARK WILDLIFE

Hatchlands Park is a 430 acres country estate
located between East Clandon and West Horsley.
It consists of rolling parkland and woodlands
(some of them ancient woodland), partly on freely
draining chalk (along the A246), but mostly on
clay and seasonally wet soil.

The range of this creates a variety of different
natural, as well as constructed, habitats fora
number of wildlife species. Sheepwash Pond, our
largest pond, is populated with fish (mostly carp)
and has large reed beds which are controlled by our
ranger team. There is a Kingfisher bank too. A range
of dragonfly and damselfly as well as butterfly
species can be observed, and as night falls in,
summer bats dip in the water surface to drink.

Among scattered mature and ancient trees
in our parkland (mostly oaks, mature beeches
and some magnificent London Plane and Sweet
Chestnut!) there are a good number of standing
or fallen dead trees with decaying wood - a
paradise for saproxylic organisms and for animals
that use cavities for nesting purposes: bats,
owls, woodpeckers, solitary bees etc. In the past
months, our ranger team has been working on

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using some of this wood to create a dead hedge
across the edge of our Centenary woodland.

This is a perfect home for many creatures
(invertebrates and small mammals), and
volunteers saw a vole keen to move in as soon as
the hedge was in place! Each summer, our team
completes various surveys, tracking the numbers
of specific species we have on site. In the past,
this has just been for butterflies and dragonflies,
but this year, we're seeking to also include bumble
bees and reptiles/amphibia.

As well as the many native creatures at
Hatchlands, we also have two beloved donkeys —
Callum and Morris — who live on site. They have
their own newly built stables, with early years
play area and picnic seating right next to them.
They're very sociable, so love this new set-up!
They often get out into areas of the parkland too,
conservation grazing and helping us to maintain
our park in a natural way. Our newest residents are
Conisbee cows, who serve the same purpose in
helping us look after Hatchlands. We're expecting a
number of calves to be born later this year, and we
can't wait to welcome them into the world!

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WEST HORSLEY PLACE WILDLIFE

Did you know that there are 400 acres of estate surrounding the Manor House at West Horsley Place?
Much of the land is free for the local community to access and enjoy, with bridleways, footpaths,

and permissive paths available. Historically the estate was farmland and traditional parkland. There
are areas of ancient woodland and archaeological features including a series of medieval fishponds,
which are a scheduled ancient monument. Today the estate combines a wider variety of habitats with
grassland, meadow, and hedgerows as well. The team at the small independent charity are busy putting
plans in place to increase biodiversity across the site to benefit the whole area. They would like West
Horsley to be a place where nature can thrive alongside human creativity. They have recently been
working with the Newt Conservation Partnership to build four new ponds which, after winter, are now
full of water and awaiting reptiles to find them in the spring.

Plant and animal species across the estate include rare and endangered species as well as the more
common favourites. You can explore more with the tours run by the West Horsley Place Trust. Join one
of their staff for an Estate Tour and learn more about their plans, or book a Wildlife Walk and Ben West
will show you badger sets, birds, insects and much more.

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THE HOUNDS OF WEST
HORSLEY PLACE

Have you ever visited West Horsley Place and
wondered why the matching dog kennels at
either end of the main facade are so enormous?
Wonder no longer. The answer is that they were
built to be the new homes for a pair of deer
hounds in 1841.

Deer hounds are one of the largest dog
breeds in existence, which explains the size of
the gigantic stone water bowls in front of their
kennels. These capacious and beautiful kennels
were builtin red brick with their own mini-Dutch
gables to echo those of the manor house, and are
Grade Il listed in their own right. The doggies in
question were named Daisy and Dermid.

At that time the Currie family were tenants at
West Horsley Place. Amazingly, the diary of their
14-year-old daughter Emily survives. It is thanks
to her that we know about these super-sized
hounds. The dogs were a very effective visitor
deterrent. According to Emily, they hated each
other and were kept on chains just short enough
that they couldn't meet in the middle. Terrified
guests had to scuttle between them to reach the
front door!

4. Nearly there

After many years of research, and designs being
worked on with Tina Grice and Clir Buosi a design
was selected for the WHPC Village Iron Sign.

Clir Rogers researched several forges, and The
Betchworth Forge won the bid to construct and
install the Village sign. We hope you like it as
much as we do.

Here is a little bit of history about the forge we
selected. Betchworth Forge is a stunning building
which was originally built in the 15th century and
is located in the Surrey Hills village of Betchworth,
sandwiched between the church where ‘Four
weddings and a funeral’ was filmed and an
excellent local hostelry called The Dolphin. The
forge is awaiting refurbishment but in the interim
the blacksmith, Tony Hazeltine, is in a temporary
building nearby, occupying a lovely position in
the middle of a farm with fine views on all sides.
Tony is Surrey Hills through and through and is a
genuine craftsman who has been in the business
since 1974, having taken over the Betchworth
Forge in 2001. He is passionate about his work
and comments that' | love my job and relish a
challenge and problem-solving — no two days are
the same. | deal with anything from rehandling or
resharpening a favourite garden tool to repairing
farm machinery and fabricating metalwork such
as bespoke electric gates, railings, and fire hoods,
baskets, and backs. Repair of stove doors is a
very popular service at this time of year and cast
iron and aluminium welding are also a speciality.

The sign was finally installed on December
5th, with the aid of a huge digger which dug a
2m hole which was filled with concrete. It is too
heavy to be lifted manually so the digger was
used to transport and install it. It should last for
several centuries! Altogether a very satisfying
project with which to be involved, and WHPC
have received many favourable comments about
the sign, which is long overdue in the village, and
occupies pride of place on our historic village
green. | can't praise Tony Hazeltine at Betchworth
Forge too highly —areally lovely man and a true
craftsman who takes genuine pride in his work —
and rightly so!

Tony Hazeline quotes “/ was very pleased to
be commissioned to make the West Horsley
village sign. The first step was to get the
chosen design set up as a proof by my steel
supplier on their cad machine. Once the design
was approved the 1.0m diameter tree and
lettering was cut out and sent to me for the
next step. A ring was then bent by hand to go
round the tree and two scroll ends were black
smithed to make the lower frame to go under
the lettering. Once the frame was welded
together and one set of letters put in place, |
then made the socket to take the post. These
were then sent off for painting with the other
set of lettering and a central plate. Everything
was painted black except for the central plate,
which was painted gold to enable the letting
to stand out and be read easily once the sign
was put together. The green oak post was
sourced from a local supplier and transported
to the village green where all parts were put
together and erected.”
