Policy Statement for Risk Assessment and Management

West Horsley Parish Council carries out an annual review of its strategic and operational risks, usually in the autumn. In assessing each risk against a maximum
score of 25 it reviews those risks with an individual score of 16 or more on a monthly basis. The PC’s practice to mitigate the risks as far as realistically and
practically as possible and to assign specific responsibility for monitoring where this is necessary and appropriate. All events organized by the PC have a risk

assessment undertaken prior to the event taking place.

This Risk Register was adopted on Tuesday, 16" November 2021 ans is reviewed annually in October. This latest version was reviewed and approved by Full
Council on 15 October 2024, along with the detailed Financial Risk Assessment.
